MMGC Coaching

MMGC is an ambitious club and we are always happy to help our players improve their minigolf. We offer the following ways of doing that:
Course Notes: MMGC has course notes that will help players learn most courses which host MMGC or BMGA tournaments. Please email the club through the Contact page stating which course(s) notes you require notes.
Equipment Advice: Many minigolf novices and new players can become understandably confused when comparing all the different balls and trying to work out which ball is best for each lane. If you would like any help with ball choice and equipment, please speak to the coaches at a tournament or training session, or email the club through the Contact page.
MMGC Training Sessions: If there is sufficient interest, training sessions can be arranged at courses which have hosted or will be hosting MMGC or BMGA tournaments. Sessions will usually begin with a 90-120 minute warm-up where players help each other, can work on learning the course, and can ask the coaches for advice about the best way of playing each hole or general advice on their technique or any aspects of minigolf. There will then be a friendly 1 or 2 round tournament. 

Star City Monday Sessions: There will always be a minimum of one of these per calendar year and they are a perfect opportunity to receive coaching. The coaches can also organise practise rounds or friendly tournaments during these sessions for those players who are seeking more competitive training.
