MIDLANDS MINIGOLF CLUB (MMGC) CODE OF CONDUCT
1. Introduction
The purpose of this code of conduct is to give MMGC members and those playing in MMGC tournaments a guide to the standards of behaviour they are expected to fulfil throughout their membership of this club. 

2. At The Course 

A) Members of MMGC are required to follow the Competition Rules of the British Minigolf Association (BMGA) in all BMGA tournaments, MMGC tournaments and training sessions, when representing Great Britain at international tournaments, and at all other times when playing minigolf or at a minigolf course. B) Members of MMGC must show respect towards all fellow competitors, members of staff employed at minigolf courses, tournament officers and referees, and members of the general public at all times.
C) Regardless of how competitive different players can be, members of MMGC must conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times. This includes controlling their frustration and anger when things do not go to plan on the course. The following are examples of unacceptable behaviour:
● Throwing of club and/or balls.

● Throwing of any other equipment and accessories.

● Intentionally hitting obstacles with the club and/or behaving in a reckless manner.
● Causing damage to the course or surrounding property. Please note that the individual will be held responsible for any damage caused, as the BMGA and MMGC will accept no liability.
● Verbal obscenities and/or obscene gestures. 

3. Off The Course

Members of MMGC are expected to conduct themselves in a professional manner when using any minigolf-related websites, forums and social media.

4. Consequences

Players who do not abide by the terms of sections two and three of this Code of Conduct may face disciplinary action from the Captain or Management Committee. Serious or repeated breaches of this Code of Conduct may result in suspension from MMGC tournaments and/or termination of membership.

5. Conclusion

It is impossible to produce a code of conduct to cover every eventuality. It is hoped that a combination of common sense, courtesy and following the above will ensure that all members of MMGC will be a good advertisement for the sport of minigolf.
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
