MMGC Tournaments
Details of the seven tournaments run by MMGC are as follows:

Midlands Invitational Tournament (MIT): A 2, 3 or 4 round strokeplay tournament open to everyone, which often attracts a few guest players. This is the club’s 2nd biggest tournament of the year and one of the two MMGC Major Championships.

MIT Guest Championship: Held at the same time as the MIT and the MMGC Strokeplay Championship, this strokeplay tournament is open to any guest players who are currently not members of MMGC. For this tournament to be held, there needs to be a minimum of two guests competing.
Midlands Open: A 2, 3 or 4 round strokeplay tournament open to everyone which has prize money for the top players. This is the club’s biggest tournament of the year and one of the two MMGC Major Championships.
MMGC Masters: A 2-6 round tournament with a flexible format to be decided by the Captain / Management Committee each year. For 2019, the format will be similar to 2018, whereby a player’s best score from the MIT, Midlands Open and Star City Classic will count towards their score for the Masters. However, in order to give a greater number of players a chance to compete for the medal places, a player’s position in the Masters will be determined by their lowest two rounds from the three scores. Furthermore, if a player does not play in one or more of the aforementioned tournaments, they will score the following absent player’s score in the Masters for that course: Castleford (43); Dorridge (46); Star City (46). Finally, if a player plays in one of the three aforementioned tournaments but their best round is equal to or more than the relevant absent player’s score, the score which counts for the Masters will be the absent player’s score minus 1. These rules are designed as a balancing act to encourage and reward participation while still giving hope a good finish in the Masters for any player who misses one of the three tournaments which count towards a player’s Masters total. 
MMGC Matchplay Championship: The only matchplay tournament run by MMGC and is exclusive to MMGC members. This tournament has previously ran throughout the year although the Captain / Management Committee has the power to run it as an on-the-day tournament given there are advantages and disadvantages of both formats. The exact format of the tournament is dependent on the number of entrants. There can either be a Group Stage and Knockout Stage or a purely knockout tournament. 
MMGC Star City Classic: This is a 3 round strokeplay tournament played at Star City, Birmingham. This tournament is usually held shortly before the BMGA Star City Open, so as to players prepare for that tournament. 
MMGC Strokeplay Championship: A 2, 3 or 4 round strokeplay tournament exclusive to MMGC members. This is played for at the same time as the MIT.
